Home Stays

Mpembeni Community Walk/Drive - complimentary to 
Rhino Ridge Safari Lodge guests. Minimum 2 people & 
subject to guide availability. 
The community walk is a picturesque guided trail 
winding through Zulu homesteads where, despite 
modern appearances, folk still live in a traditional 
manner. Grass weaving, cattle herding and traditional 
crops for food and medicines remain part of the culture.

Guided walks in the Hluhluwe iMfolozi Park are o�ered to guests staying at 
Rhino Ridge Safari Lodge.
As this is a Big 5 area and one is walking in very close proximity to wild animals, 
only children of 14 years and older are able to participate in this activity. 
Children 14 - 16 years must be accompanied by a parent/guardian adult. 
Minimum 2 people & maximum of 4 people per guide. Subject to availability, 
weather dependant and charged extra.

Experience a night in a traditional working Zulu homestead. Guests staying at Rhino Ridge Safari Lodge can add this on as 
an extra night but it is not exclusive to Rhino Ridge Safari Lodge guests. Guests are accompanied by an English speaking 
guide throughout their stay.
